Evolution of ideology of physical education in schools in our country since the reform and open

Abstract: Since the open and reform, the development of physical education in schools in our country has experienced four
historical stages: a period of simplex physical education viewpoint of biology, a period of two — dimensional physical educa-
tion viewpoint of the combination of biology and psychology, a period of three - dimensional physical education viewpoint of
biology, psychology and sociology, and a period of physical education viewpoint of humanities.
