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Proving into the demarcation between TV broadcast right and intellectual property right of sports games
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Abstract : The authors pointed out the phenomenon that “TV broadcast” was often referred to as “relay broadcast” or “direct
broadcast” in China, and then introduced the internationally applicable concept of “TV broadcast”, thus deriving the concept

of “TV broadecast right”

. According to this concept, the authors expatiated on the legal nature of TV broadcast right of sports

games , and considered that a part of TV broadcast right of sports games was ordinary intangible property right, while the oth-

er part of it was intellectual property right.
