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Abstract: Basing their resource on nationwide public sports survey database in 2001, the authors analyzed Chinese sports
population structures, and revealed the following findings: As aflected by various social factors, each sports population struc-
ture presented obvious time characteristics, such as higher male population than female population in gender structure, higher
urban population and rural population and higher eastem population than westem population in regional structure, and age
structure presented a “saddle type” distribution in which high population was shown at both ends. Based on their study, the
author pointed out that sport affecting social issues should be thoroughly analyzed by basing the reference system on contem-
porary Chinese social background, so as to improve sports population structure and speed up the development of public
sports. The authors also pointed out that resolution of social issues by state policies was the key to the improvement of sports

population structures.
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
