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Research on function and usage of physical education textbook

Abstract : Physical education textbook has its special functions and usages which are different from those of other subjects be-
cause of the academic characteristics of physical education. Although physical education textbook has had a 20 years history
in China, there is few theoretical research on the functions and usages of the textbook , which leads to directly lack of theoreti-
cal basis when there are needs of compilation and authorization of physical education texbooks. A preliminary study is made
