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Abstract: The New Physical Fducanon Specialty Course Scheme for National University will be carnied out in the new school
year in 2004, This new course scheme has something pleasing, such as locating cultvating goal m training joint talents,
puiting forward higher requirement for specification of the talents that tramned, and mereasing the mtensity of the course con-
struction synthesization.
