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Abstract ; Through a careful analysis of the objeciives of the updated physical education curriculum, this article outlines the
basic framework of the evaluative system of new curriculum and points out that the health index and the behavior index are
the key features emphasized. Also, it presents a new perspective on the evaluation principles and methods.
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
