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Investigation on quality of physical teachers in universities in the 21 century
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Abstract: The study investigated the ability, quality and knowledge structure for physical teachers in normal umversities by
questionnaire. The subjects included 60 physical theorists and 300 physical teachers from 105 normal universities. 80 per-
cent of the subjects think that a qualified teacher in 21 century must be in honor of his occupation, be sound in body and
mind, have practical teaching ability and a good grasp of basic theory, have the ability of research and coordination, and

have high culture quality and record of formal schooling.
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
