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A survey of student’ s recognition of the subject position in physical education class teaching

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Abstract The authors surveyed and analyzed the current situation of student’ s recognition of the subject position in physical
education class teaching under the conceptions in the new compendium. The’ triple independent” teaching mode in the new
compendium bases its start point on student’ s independent study requiring to fully exert student’ s positivity activity creativ-
ity independency and initiative. Its teaching effect and student’ s recognition of the subject position are better than those in
the traditional non-independent teaching. The authors expatiated on that the educational conceptions such as health first
lifetime physical exercise individualized education and comprehensive development should be established under the guidance
of guidelines in the compendium so that students can acquire knowledge of health which makes the body and mind feel
good and that the scientific educational tenet that bases its center on students and its foundation on people can be highlight-
ed. The author put forward some measures for strengthening student’ s recognition of the subject position .
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
