Development of comprehensive community sports clubs in Japan

Abstract: Comprehensive community sports clubs have been an important mode in the development of community
sports in Japan since 2000.Through the coordination and operation of multiple parties and the integration of busi-
ness resources, comprehensive community sports clubs have been recognized and trusted by the Japanese society,
and deemed as the most fundamental organization for and the key to the realization of “lifetime sports” in Japan.
