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Investigation and analysis of community sports service in Liwan district in
Guangzhou city

Abstract: Through their investigation the authors summed up the current state of community sports service in Liwan
district in Guangzhou city, probed into measures for implementing urban community sports service, and revealed
the following findings: Liwan district in Guangzhou city had made certain achievements in community sports ser-
vice, and its experience in community sports service with “Xiguan features” was worthy of popularization. The au-
thors offered the following suggestions: Apply market economic means to guide and support social capital from en-
terprises and individuals to invest in community sport; strengthen the construction of social sports instructor team,
and adjust the proportion of sports instructors in different communities; establish relevant policies to fully utilize the
sports playgrounds and facilities of enterprises in the district to carry out community sports activities.
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
