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Dissection of political concepts in the Olympic movement

Abstract: Starting at the dissection of political concepts, the authors divided political concepts into general politics
and special politics, divided special politics into common special politics and anti-humanistic special politics, con-
sidered that the tenet of the Olympic movement is completely consistent with the concept of general politics, i.e.
pursuing perfect social ideals and harmonious development of human society from the perspective of ultimate care
for mankind; the Olympic movement is a sort of general politics. In the Olympic movement, general politics should
be separated from special politics, common special politics should be separated from anti-humanistic politics, the
relation between the Olympic movement and common special politics should be nicely dealt with, and

anti-humanistic special politics should be got rid of and surpassed, so that the Olympic movement will realize its

sublime political value.
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
