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Exploration of the value presetting issue in the study of sports concepts

Abstract: By thinking from the perspective of the original meaning of sports activity occurrence, the author ex-
plored the value presetting issue in the study of sports concepts, provided a theoretical preparation for the in-depth
study of sports concept issues, and revealed the following findings: miscellaneous complex sports forms have pro-
vides sports concept study with thinking materials; the tasks of sports concept study are to abstract particular ob-
jects, and to seek for generality in particularity; “value presetting” is the major issue that affects the in-depth study
of sports concepts; confined by political, economical and cultural biases, the researchers preset their own value
judgment in sports concepts, thus loosing the required neutrality when they defined sports concepts.
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
