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Functions of ambassadors of the late Qing dynasty in
introducing modern western sports

Abstract: The authors probed into the relation between ambassadors of the late Qing dynasty and modern western
sports. Ambassadors of the late Qing dynasty were a special group of intellectuals, who contacted with modern
western sports earlier, and made their own contributions to introducing foreign army trainers, writing books to pro-
mote modern sports, and leading the practice of modern sports.
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
