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Center and edge: Orientation of communication of
traditional Chinese national sports culture

Abstract: Under the background of globalization, culture becomes an important aspect in international competition,
while cultural competitive strength becomes an important index that measures the power of a nation. As an organic
constituent part of 5000-year Chinese culture, traditional Chinese national sport is, under such a background of the
time, assigned with the mission to build the cultural image of China. The authors revealed that due to such reasons
as historical factors the relation between traditional national sport and western sport can only be a regional relation
between center and edge.
