Investigation and analysis of sports activity corners in sport leading communities
in cities in the Pearl River Delta area

Abstract: The authors investigated and analyzed sports activity corners in sport leading communities in the Pearl
River Delta area, and revealed the following findings: sports activities corners in sport leading communities in the
cities are mostly distributed in empty spaces, public sports playgrounds and parks in the communities (72.97%);
major activity times are in the morning (64.86%) and evening (27.03%); 39.38% of the participants are male, while
60.62% of the participants are female, most of the participant (44.98%) are at the age of 56~65. The authors consid-

ered that sports activity corners in sport leading communities still didn’t do well in organizational management and
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sports guidance, and that resources in the communities and schools should be fully integrated and utilized.
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
