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Effects of the Beijing Olympic Games on village peasant sports in China
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Abstract: Basing their research case on the Wagou village in Hubei province, the authors analyzed the following
effects of the Beijing Olympic Games on village peasant sports in China: affected by the Beijing Olympic Games,
village peasants’ sports value views had become rational and diversified; their sports consumption levels were
somewhat increased; their sports activity contents were enriched day after day; the degree of sports activity sys-
tematization was significantly enhanced; the sports management work was perfected day after day. Based on major
factors that affect the influence of the Beijing Olympic Games on village peasant sports, such as village economic
conditions and the degree of concerning by fundamental governments, the authors put forward the following sug-
gestions: strengthen the development of village economy; shift the key job of media promotion to the village level;
speed up the blending of the Olympic Games with village peasant sports; take various effective measures and means
to intensify the influence of the Beijing Olympic Games on village peasant sports.
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
