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The connotation, missing and construction of

Abstract: The author analyzed the connotations, missing and construction of school physical education ethics.
Through his study the author put forward the following opinions: in the process of going through school physical
education activities, school physical education ethics reflect the judgment and ideal of the public for the ethical
value of school physical education, being a “lever” to balance the interests of various parties in school physical
education activities; school physical education ethics should care about student’s life value, ensure student’s right to
receive school physical education, and return to the people orientated ethical value view; school physical education

should advocate a fair and just environment; school physical education should ensure that participants in activities

can respect each other, treat each other equally, and develop jointly.
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
