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On “physical education is that which it is”: A dimension of language—philosophy

Abstract: With the basic theory and method of language-philosophy, within the extent of origination, essence and
meaning concerning PE, as well as from the dimension of conceptual ontology, this paper analyses what “Physical
Education is that which it is”is meant for.
