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Confusions about and solutions for leisure sports development in China

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Abstract: In China, leisure sports and social sports (mass sports, sports for all) are not clearly distinguished, schol-
ars talk about them differently on academic forums, universities manage physical education differently, which are
not conducive to the development of leisure sport. Developed countries’ experiences in leisure sports development,
such as valuing the study of leisure and leisure sports, the development of leisure education and leisure sports, the
development of the leisure sports industry, the cultivation and development of backbone forces for leisure sports etc,
are worthy of our reference. The author put forward the following solutions for leisure sports development in China:
