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Abstract: The authors analyzed the channels and characteristics of communication of Chinese Wushu culture via 

the oversea Chinese, and revealed the following findings: in ancient times, Wushu culture was spread to neighboring 

countries by the oversea Chinese doing a business, making a living or fleeing from a calamity; the appearance of the 

oversea Chinese on a large scale mainly happened in modern times, accompanying their development, Wushu cul-

ture had experienced such 3 stages as unconscious communication, spontaneously organized communication and 

organized communication; in contemporary times, as supported by the Chinese government, initiative communica-

tion becomes the main characteristic of international communication of Wushu culture via the oversea Chinese, 

while Confucius Institute, specialized training bases etc, become important forms of communication. 
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
