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American city community sports supply mode and its inspirations

Abstract: The authors carried out a field investigation on the situation of Gainesville city community sports supply,
thus learnt some beneficial experience therefrom, and revealed the following findings: supported by the government,
community developers, amateur sports organizations, commercial sports organizations, volunteers and citizens,
American city communities had built a multi-subject, multi-layer sports supply system, effectively solved people’s
problems such as how to exercise and where to exercise, enabled the effective connection between city community
sports supply and demand, and formed a highly automatic running mode. The authors proposed that Chinese city
community sports supply should establish a multi-subject, multi-layer supply system that bases mainly on govern-
ment supply, enable citizen to participate in sports activities in the vicinity, strengthen teenager amateur sports

training, cultivate sports population, value community sports construction, so that they become the main source be-

sides government supply currently.
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
